A new report from the Abortion Care 
Network (ACN) shows that since 2012, 
over one-third of independent abortion 
facilities (IACs) in the US have shut 
down. More than 100 have closed 
since 2015, and 41 closed in the past 
two years alone. The ACN is a national 
organization that claims to represent 
independent abortion providers and allies. 
The organization’s report claimed that 
despite a handful of independent abortion 
facility openings, there has been a decline 
of nearly 34% of IACs within just the past 
eight years, down from 510 in 2012 to 
337 as of November 2020 … According 
to ACN, while independent abortion 
facilities make up about 25% of abortion 
facilities in the United States, they commit 
the majority of abortions (58%, or three 
out of every five abortion clients). ACN 
only tracks independent abortion facilities 
and does not include Planned Parenthood, 
the largest single provider of abortions in 
the nation, in its reporting. (Live Action
