The Family Research Council’s Center for 
a Biblical Worldview recently released 
the results of a survey conducted in June 
2023. Just over one thousand adults who 
attend a worship service at a Christian 
church either in person or online at least 
once a month were surveyed about social 
and worldview issues, including abortion. 
Of those surveyed, 71% said they desired 
their churches to offer additional 
worldview training on abortion and the 
value of life, with 44% reporting that 
this would be very desirable. But views 
on abortion varied. 36% of respondents 
indicated they are “pro-life, with some 
exceptions or limitations,” 27% said 
they are “pro-life, without exceptions or 
limitations.” 14% identified as “pro-choice, 
with some exceptions or limitations,” and 
8% claimed to be “pro-choice, without 
exceptions or limitations.” 5% did not 
know where they stand on the issue of 
abortion. Regarding the biblical teaching 
on abortion, respondents had divergent 
opinions. According to the survey: The 
most common view, held by one-third 
(35%) of churchgoers, is that abortion is 
not acceptable under any circumstances 
… Similarly, regarding the biblical 
teaching on the beginning of life, 65% of 
respondents said the Bible identifies when 
life begins, while 21% said it doesn’t, and 
another 13% said they were uncertain.
